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Duas and intentions, transliterated in English from Arabic
Ihraam:

Ihraam is the name of a state one enters in after performing procedural acts prescribed by our Holy Prophet (SAW). The reason it is termed Ihraam is in that state, one makes haraam on himself those acts that are permissible at other times, outside the state of Ihraam. 
Procedure for Ihraam: 

1) To take a bath and wear the garment 

Of Ihraam, either 

-before entering Meeqaat   (i.e.: boundaries; if going for Umrah or Hajj e Qiraan),

 -in Makkah (if proceeding towards Mina for Hajj).

2) Perform two Rakaat “Sunnatul Ihraam”
3) Say the intention followed by the Talbiyah

Intention for Umrah:

Allahumma inni oreedul umrata, fa yassir ha lee wa taqabbal ha minni

Intention for Hajj:
Allahumma inni oreedul hajja fa yassir hu lee wa taqabbal hu minni
Talbiyah:

Labbaik Allahumma Labbaik, Labbaika laa shareeka laka Labbaik, innal hamda wan nei’mata laka wal mulk, laa shareeka lak

Other Duas at time of Ihram:

Allahumma inni as’aluka ridaaka wal Jannah, wa a’uudzu bika min ghadabika wan naar

When entering the boundaries of Haram:

Allahumma inna haadza haramuka wa haramu rasoolik, fa harrim lahmee wa damee wa 
a zami wa basharee alan naar.

Dua when first sight placed on Ka’bah:

Any Dua you make is accepted. The following Dua is recorded in Hadith:

Laa ilaaha illal laahu Allahu Akbar Allahumma antas sallam wa minkas sallam ilaiyka yarji’us salaam, fa hayyina rabbanaa bis sallam wa adkhilnaa daaras salaam tabaarakta rabbana wa ta’aalaiyta yaa dzal jalaale wal ikraam. Allahumma zid baitaka haadzaa tashreefaw wa ta’zeemaw wa takreemaw wa mahaabataw wa rifataw wa birraw wa eemaanaw wa zid yaa rabbi mann sharrafahu wa azzamahu wa karramahu mimman hajjahu awi’tamarahu tashreefaw wa ta’zeemaw wa takreemaw wa mahaabataw wa rifataw wa birraw wa eimaana

Tawaaf:

To circle the Ka’bah 7 times, beginning with the kissing of the black stone 
and ending with the kissing, is Tawaaf. Each individual circle is a Shawt.

Intention for performing Tawaaf:

Allahumma inni oreedu tawaafa bai-tikal haraam fa yassirhu lee wa taqabbal hu minni sab’ata ashwaatin lillahi ta’aala azza wa jal

Dua at the black stone, at the beginning of every Shawt:
Whilst standing in line to the black stone & facing it, raise both arms to ears length, extend arms forward, by facing palms towards the black stone, and say:

Bismillahe Allahu Akbar wa lillahil hamd wassallatu wassallamu a’laa rasoolillahe sallal lahu alaiyhe wa sallam. Then kiss both palms lightly.
(Sisters will not lift [as high], nor extend arms [to the length] of the brothers).

Dua between the black stone and the door of the Ka’bah: 

Allahumma eemaanan bika wa tasdeeqan bi kitaabika wa wafaa an bi ahdika wat tibaa’an le sunnate nabiyika Muhammadin sallal lahu alaihe wa sallam
Dua when passing the door of Ka’bah:

Allahumma inna haadzal baiyta baituka wal harama haramuka wal amna amnuka wa haadza maqaamul aaidze bika minan naar fa harrim luhuumanaa wa bash-ratanaa alann naar      

Also:

Allahumma qanninee bimaa razaqtanee wa baarik lee feehe

Dua when passing first corner of Ka’bah after the door; 

(Rukn Iraqi):
Allahumma inni a’uudzu bika minash shakki washh shirki washh shiqaaqi wan nifaaqi wa suu’ill akhlaaqi wa suu’ill manzari wal munqalabi fil ahli wal maale wal walade

Dua when passing outside the Hateem, across from the Meezab e Rahmah:
Allahumma inni as’aluka eemaanan laa yazuulu wa yaqeenan laa yanfadu wa muraafaqata nabi’yika sayidinaa Muhammadin sallal laahu alaiy he wa sallama fii jannatil khuld.
 Allahumma azillanii tahta zilli arshika yawma laa zilla illa zilluka wa laa baaqiya illa wajhuka wass qinee min hawde nabi’yika Muhammadin sallal laahu alaiyhe wa sallama sharbatan hanee’atan laa azmao badahaa abadan

Dua upon reaching the corner after Hateem; (Rukn Shaami):

Allahummaj alhu hajjan mabrooran wa sa’yann mashkooran wa dzanban maghfooran

wa amalan saalihan maqboolan wa tijaaratan lann taboora yaa azeezu yaa ghafuru yaa aalima maa
 fis suduure akhrijnii minaz zulumaate ilaan noor

Dua upon reaching final corner of Ka’bah, prior to the black stone;
(Rukn e Yemeni):
Allahumma inni as’alukal afwa wal aafiyyata fid deene wad dunyaa wal aakhirate. Allahumma inni a’uudzu bika minal kufre wal faqre wadz dzulle wa mawaaqifil khizye fid dunyaa wal aakhirate 

Dua between (Rukn e Yemeni) and the black stone; recite continuously:
Rabbanaa aatinaa fid dunyaa hasa-nataw wa fil aa’khirate hasa-nataw wa qinaa adzaaban naare wa adzaabal qabre wa deeqis sadre wa ahwaale yawmil qiyaamate wa ad’khilnaal jannata ma’al abraare yaa azeezu yaa ghaf-faaru yaa rabbal aalameena
Other Duas which could be recited during Tawaaf:
As noted before, any Dua can be made during Tawaaf. In addition, one could recite dzikr, or read the Holly Quran. 

We find the following as an example from the Hadith: 
-Subhaanallahe wal hamdolillahe wa laa ilaaha illal lahu wallahu akbar wa laa hawla wa laa quw’wata illa billah

- Allahumma inni as’alukar raahata indal mawte wal afwa indal hisaabe

*After completing the seven rounds of the Ka’bah, kiss the black stone one final time, making the total number of Istilaam to eight.

Now, proceed to the area behind Maqaam e Ibrahim for two-rakaat prayer that is Waajib and tawaaf is incomplete without it.
Dua whilst proceeding towards Maqaam e Ibrahim for prayer:
Wat-takhidzu mim maqaame ibraheema musallaa
Prayer:

It is recommended to recite Surah Kaafrun in the first rakaat and Surah Ikhlaas in the second.
(if you can not find any place to pray the two rakaat behind the Maqaam e Ibrahim, then one is allowed to pray anywhere in the Masjid area, where there is no crowd and difficulty).

Dua after two-rakaat prayer, near Maqaam e Ibrahim:
1) Allahumma innaka talamu sirrii wa alaani’yati faqbil madziratee wa talamu haajatee fa a’a tinee su’lee wa talamu maa fii nafsii fagh-firlee dzunoobee 

Allahumma inni as’aluka eemaanan tubaashiru qalbi wa yaqeenan saadiqan hatta a’alamu innahu laa yuseebu-nii illa maa katabta lee wa ridaan minka bimaa qasamta lee anta waliy’yee fid dunyaa wal aa’khirate tawaf-fanee musliman wa alhiqnee bis saliheen 

2) Allahumma laa tada’ lanaa fii maqaamina haadzaa dzanban illa ghafartah wa laa hum-mann illa farrajtah wa laa haajatan illa qadaiyta haa wa yassarta haa fa yassir omuuranaa  washhrah sudoorana wa nawwir quloobana wakh’tim bis’salihaate a’amaalinaa.

 3) Allahumma tawaffanaa muslimeen wa alhiq’naa bis’saliheen ghaiyra khazaaya wa laa maftooneen. Aameen yaa rabbal aa’lameen

Dua by Multazam or facing it:
1) Allahumma rabba haadzal baiy’til ateeq aa’tiq riqaabana minan naar wa adkhilnal jannata bighaiyre hisaab

2) Yaa waajidu yaa maajidu laa tazal anni neimatan anamta alaiy’ya Allahumma inni abduka wabnu abdika waqifunn tahta baabika multazimun bia’ataabika mutadzal-lilun baiy’na yadaiy’ka arjoo rahmataka wa akhshaa adzaa’baka minan naar yaa qadeemal ihsaan. Sa’ee:
To walk seven rounds between the two mountains of Safa & Marwah is Sa’ee.

Starting from the mount Safa, one will walk to Marwah; this will be the first of the seven. Upon the completion of the seven, one will end on Marwah.

Dua whilst proceeding towards Safa & Marwah for Sa’ee:

Abdauu bimaa bada Allahu ta’aala behee:
 Innas safaa wal marwata min 

sha’aair- rillah fa mann hajjal baiyta awi’tamara fa laa junaaha alaiyhe 

Ay-yat’taw-wafa behimaa wa mann tatawwa’aa khaiyrann fa innal laha shaakirunn aleem

Intention for Sa’ee:
Allahumma inni oreedu ann as’aa baiynas safaa wal marwate sab’ata ashwaatin le wajhikal kareem fa yassirhu lee wa taqabbalhu minni

Duas on mount Safa and Marwah:

Whilst facing the Ka’bah, raise both hands, as in supplication, and recite Allahu Akbar 3 times, then walillahil hamd. Then read the following:

Laa ilaaha illal lahu wahdahuu laa shareeka lahuu lahul mulku wa lahul hamdo,wa hu’wa alaa kulle shaiy’inn qadeer.

Subhaanallahe wal hamdolillahe wa laa ilaaha illal lahu wallahu akbar wa laa hawla wa laa quw’wata illa billah

Duas between Safa and Marwah:
Rabbigh fir warhumm innaka antal a’azzul akram

الحج
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*Hajj*
Hajj consists of five days. In these five days, one will try their best to submit to Allah, perform all acts of Hajj correctly and systematically, refrain from sins and those act which might nullify the Ihraam or the Hajj. 

Takbeer e Tashreeq:
To recite from the Fajr of ninth Dzil Hijjah until 13th day Asr time, after every Fardh prayer:

Allahu Akbar Allahu Akbar laa ilaah illal lahu wal lahu Akbar Allahu Akbar wa lillahil hamd

Duas during Wuqoof in Arafat:
1) Surah Ikhlaas 100 times:

 Qul huwallahu ahad Allahus samad lum yalid wa lum yuwlad wa lum yakun’lahuu kufuwann ahad

2) Kalimah Tawheed 100 times: 

Laa ilaaha illal lahu wahdahu laa shareeka lahuu lahul mulku wa lahul hamdo wa huwa a’laa kulle shay’inn qadeer

3) Durood e Ibrahim 100 times: 

Allahumma salle a’laa Muhammadin wa a’laa aale Muhammadin kamaa sallaiy’ta a’laa Ibrahima wa a’laa aale Ibrahima innaka hameedun majeed wa a’laiy’naa ma’ahumm

4) Kalimah Tamjeed 100 times: 

Subhaanal lahe wal hamdolillahe wa laa ilaaha illal lahu wallahu akbar, wa laa hawla wa laa qu’wata illa billahil aleeyil a’zeem

5) Istighfaar 100 times each:

-Astaghfirullaha rabbi min kulle dzanbinn wa a’tuwbu ilaiyhe
-laa ilaaha illa anta subhaanaka inni kuntu minaz zaalimeen

6) After Asr prayer, the Holly Prophet (SAW) raised his hands and supplicated the following:    Allahu Akbar wa lillahil hamd Allahu Akbar wa lillahil hamd Allahu Akbar wa lillahil hamd laa ilaaha illal lahu wahdahu laa shareeka lahuu lahul mulku wa lahul hamdo Allahum-mahdinii bil hudaa wa naqqinii bit-taqwa wagh’firlee fil aakhirate wal uuulaa 

The he would put his hands down for the duration that one could recite Surah Fatiha:

Alhamdo lillahe rabbil aa’lameen Ar Rahmaanir Raheem Maaliki yawmid deen iy’yaaka naa’budu wa iy’yaaka nastaien Ihdinas siraatal mustaqeem siraatal ladzeena an’amta alaiyhimm ghaiy ril maghdoobi alaiyhimm wa lad daaaaleen

He did this 3 times.

7) Upon sighting Jabl Rahmah: 

Allahumma ilaiy’ka tawaj-jahtu wa alaiy’ka tawakkaltu wajhaka aradtu Allahummagh firlee wa tubb alaiy’ya wa a’a tinii su’lee wa wajjih leeyal khaiyra haiy’thu tawajjahtu  Subhaanal lahe wal hamdolillahe wa laa ilaaha illal lahu wallahu akbar

One should spend all their time in making all the Dua one possibly can. This is a very important day. If not standing, then sitting. One can also busy oneself in dzikr or recitation of 
the Quran. Surahs such as Yaseen, Rahmaan, Mulk, Tawbah etc.could be recited.

Muzdalifah:
This is a night of great auspiciousness. Profound blessings of Allah descend in it. One should devote themselves in prayer, supplication, and repentance.

Wuqoof in Muzdalifah begins from Fajr until sunrise.
1) Yaa hayyu yaa qayyoom laa ilaaha illa anta birahmatika astagheethu

2) Allahumma inna maghfirataka awsa’uu min dzunoobi wa rahmataka arjaa i’ndee min amalee 

3)  Rabbanaa aatinaa fid dunyaa hasa-nataw wa fil aa’khirate hasa-nataw wa qinaa adzaaban naare 

Dua for Rami, (pelting of the Shaiytaans):
Bismillahe Allahu Akbar raghmann lish shaiytaan wa ridann lir rahmaan Allahummaj alhu hajjan mabrooran wa sa’yann mashkooran wa dzanban maghfooran

Dua after animal is slaughtered:

Alhamdo lillahil ladzee qad’aa a’nnaa nusukanaa Allahumma zid eemaanan wa yaqeenan

Allahumma taqabbal minni hadzihil od’hiyyata waj’alhaa qurbaanan lewaj hika wa a’azim ajree a’laiyha

Dua for Tawaaf e Widaa (farewell):

	FARDH (Compulsory) acts in Hajj



	1) To make intention for performing Hajj whilst entering ones Ihraam;

2) To perform Wuqoof in Arafat, (i.e. to stay there on the second day of Hajj for a period of time, from midday till sunset);

3) Tawaaf e Ziyyarat.

NOTE: If any of the above are missed, Hajj will nullify. One will have to re-do Hajj to make up for the above made mistakes.




	WAAJIB acts in Hajj



	1) To stay in Muzdalifa (at its prescribed time);
2) To pelt the Shayateen;

3) To slaughter an animal;
4) To have ones hair shaved or cut;
5) To perform the Sa'ee of Hajj;
6) To perform the farewell Tawaaf (Tawaaf e Widaa').

NOTE: If any of the above are missed, on will have to pay a penalty for the completion of ones Hajj (penalties vary). 



	Acts FORBIDDEN whilst in Ihraam


	1) To wear any type of stitched garment (for men);

2) To apply itr or perfume, or to utilize anything of its category, or contents;

3) To cover ones head with anything touching it directly, (for men);

4) To cover ones face;

5) To have intercourse;

6) To conduct any sexual acts;

7) To speak lewdness;

8) To hunt, or assist one in hunting;

9) To remove natural dirt from ones body, (dirty hands after food is not of this category, and should be cleansed);

10) To cut / pluck / or remove ones hair, from any part of the body;
